to encourage one and all, young and old, girls and boys, women and men to come out visit the Bob 

Jones Nature Center and Preserve (BJNCP) and òTake A Hike!ó   Walk along the Preserveõs Bluebird 

Trail and White-tail Deer Loop or use the Nature Center as the gateway to miles of trails on the 

Walnut Grove National Recreation Trail located on the U.S. Army Corps of Engineer land which nes-

tles next to the nature Center and Preserve. 

      The Walnut Gove Recreation Trail, an equestrian and hiking trail, winds its way through forest 

canopies and pocket prairies and to the waterõs edge of Lake Grapevine.  This important remnant of 

the Cross Timbers ecosystem includes areas of Bob Jones Park, Bob Jones Nature Center and Pre-

serve (BJNCP), and the Southlake Cove area and provides habitats and stopping grounds for almost 

300 species of birds and many other indigenous animals. 

      The BJNC organization encourages all hikers to be prepared with appropriate clothing and shoes 

for the season and to always bring water.  The Walnut Grove Recreation Trail is also accessible at 

several points along White Chapel Boulevard.  Dogs and horses are not permitted on the BJNCP.
