which we live is like the super pure and 

deionized water of a nuclear reactor. It 
is so pure you can see the bottom of the 
30 foot tank as if it were just a few feet 
away. Then begin adding small particles 

of matter and soon you cannot see the 
bottom. Our sky is much like the nuclear 
reactor water.  Four hundred years ago, 

Galileoõs notes describe how he saw his 
shadow from the light of the Milky Way! 
The sky has changed so much that these 

statements seem incredulous. Let us 
look at what has happened. 
     We live in Tarrant County, one of 

     My curiosity about the heavens and 

my love for astronomy began when I was 
a child. Sitting in the yard on summer 
evenings, the Milky Way dominated the 
sky as a bright pathway running from the 

northeast to the southwest. The stars 
were so numerous that it was difficult to 
sort out the constellations. The spherical 

shape of the planets was easily evident.  
The old World War II search lights ad-
vertising the fair or some other special 

event in distant Waco gave the first sign 
that the sky was really dirty. 
     Imagine that the atmospheric layer in

the sixth to eighth most air 

polluted counties in the 
U.S.  Very fine particles 
with a diameter of less 
than 5 micrometers fill the 

air around us. This can 
include flue dust, quartz 
and asbestos powder, oil 

smoke, a litany of aerosols, 
organic compounds, and 
the insidious heavy metals 

and their oxides. A proc-
ess, the Brownian move-
ment, randomly bombards 

these tiny molecules with 
air molecules like billiard 
balls. The result is that 

these compounds will stay 
suspended in the air for 
very long periods, even 

years. When a bright light 
shines on these particles, 
they collectively reflect 

ground light back to earth 
causing the air above us to 
glow. The glowing dome 

above lighted cities is a 
result of this reflection. 

     As an amateur astronomer, I 
have seen dramatic changes to the 

sky above Southlake in just the last 
two decades.  Twenty years ago, stars 
having a magnitude of 6 could be seen 

on a clear night. Now, there are many 
nights when only stars brighter than a 
magnitude 2-3 may be seen. (The 

lower the magnitude number, the 
brighter the star.) This means that for 
us to see a star in the sky today, it has 

to be between 40 and 100 times 
brighter than the stars we could see 
just 20 years ago.  At the rate we are 

òprogressingó, future city generations 
may never see anything in the sky
