CATEGORIES
Photos in these categories can be taken anywhere in
the Cross Timbers ecosystem. The Cross Timbers
stretches from southern Kansas to Waco, Texas. To
see the extent of the Cross Timbers, go to http://
www.uark.edu/misc/xtimber/map/index.html.

I. Wildlife Portraits

This category includes non-captive animals in their
natural habitats. These could include mammals,
birds, marine life, reptiles, amphibians, and insects.

2. Natural Objects Portraits

This category includes natural objects in their
natural habitats. These could include plants,
flowers, trees, rocks, shells, minerals, fungi, and
lichens.

3. Nature Scenics

This category includes expansive views that may
include landscapes, waterscapes, cloudscapes,
prairies, forests, streams, sunrises, and sunsets.

“ARTISTIC AND CREATIVE
INTERPRETATION” CATEGORY
These photos include elements of design such as line,
shape, pattern, texture, form, and perspective, as well
as composition and manipulations through digital
technology. The images can be photographed anywhere
in the Cross Timbers ecosystem.

4. Artin Nature

This category includes naturally occurring patterns,
lines, shapes, objects, and can be both expansive and
close-up images.

5. Creative Interpretation

This category includes nature-related images
created with traditional or digital technology. It
is intended to express the photographer’s artistic
impression of the subject.

“BOB JONES NATURE CENTER AND

These photos of nature are to be taken at the Bob Jones
Nature Center and Preserve, Bob Jones Park, and the Corps
of Engineer land that is adjacent to the Bob Jones Nature
Center and Preserve, also called the Southlake Cove
Ecosystem.

PREPARING PHOTOS

COLOR AND SIZE:

The size of the print should be 8” x 10” and can be
color or black and white. If your camera format is
slightly different, crop the photo or center it on the
appropriate size mounting board.

MOUNTING:

*All prints must be mounted on white 11” x 14”
mounting board or rigid art board. (Odd size

boards will not be judged.) This will give a white
border around the print for hanging. Place the HOOK
side of squares of Velcro on the four corners.

*Prints must be mounted securely with EXTRA
STRENGTH double-sided tape (not spray adhesive
or gift wrapping tape).
